In the Diocese
of Columbus, St. Patrick Church in Columbus, St. Joseph Church
in Somerset, and Holy Trinity Church in Somerset are entrusted
to the Dominican Friars. The Plenary Indulgence may be obtained
until January 28, 2025 under the usual conditions of Sacramental
Confession, 20 days before or after the indulgenced act, reception
of Holy Communion, prayers for the Intentions of the Holy Father,
and complete detachment from sin, including venial sin. For more
information, visit https://www.op.org/rescript-of-the-apostolic-
penitentiary-with-translation/.
